* When charging 7~8 cells, depending on the condition of the batteries the charge amperage may drop off toward the end of the
charging process.

* The discharge cut-off voltage is automatically set and can not be adjusted. Running a car until the battery has very little to no power
may have an adverse affect on the battery.

* When charging a new battery pack for the first time, the battery may not fully charge on the first try. If a battery pack becomes very
hot, immediately stop charging.

USAGE INSTRUCTIONS

DC12V power supply rated above 7A recommended.

- Attach the DC power cord(included) to the DC input connector located on the back of the unit.

- Carefully attach the clips to the power source. Make sure that the polarity of the clips is correct.

OPERATING THE CHARGER

1. Connect the battery connector wires to the battery terminals. The red
wire(+) must be inserted into the red(+) terminal. The black wire(-)
must be inserted into the black(-) terminal. Connect the battery
connector to the battery plug.

2. Press the MODE bgtton to select the charger mode. Reference the

chart below for available modes.

3. Use the adjusting dial to adjust the charge current rate.
